Therefore, the decision to
shift air cargo Africa from Johannesburg, South Africa to Nairobi, Kenya
was welcomed across the board.

Dr Robert Schoenberger, Global Industry Lead, transport logistic
exhibitions, Messe Minchen GmbH, said, “The past few editions have
proved that air cargo Africa is a force to reckon with in the continent’s
highly competitive logistics industry.
